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The Far North newsletter has for the last 4 years benefited from the sponsorship of Kerikeri Unichem 
Pharmacy during the proprietorship of Kerry & Jane Walshe. Kerry & Jane have now retired and we wish 
them the very best for the future. We are confident that the newsletter will continue to thrive and produce 
material of interest to Far North bird enthusiasts. 
 
With the end of the ‘official’ 5 year wader count programme in February this year, funding for boats, 
accommodation, fuel costs etc for our regular November, February and June/July counts ended. The Society 
hoped that the regions would carry the project on, perhaps twice a year, on an entirely voluntary basis. As 
counting in the Far North is far more difficult, time-consuming and expensive than most, if not all the other 
regions, I applied for funding from the Projects Assistance Fund.

Unfortunately both applications have been turned down on the basis 
that the money does not justify the benefit of the data we are providing.

17 & 31 January 2010 –  Whangaroa Pelagics 
As indicated in recent emails, we have been trying to organise pelagic trips in the region. The tentative 
November dates were postponed through bad weather. Our tame boatman is Brian Candy of Kuri Charters 
whose boat leaves from Whangaroa Harbour. He can take up to 9 people and with this number the cost is 
less than $100 each for a full day trip, well out to sea and within range of a number of pelagic seabirds which 
do not normally approach coastal waters. We will be looking for various species of albatrosses, storm petrels, 
skuas, perhaps Black-winged, Pycroft’s & White-necked Petrels. The trip on 17 Jan is already full but 5 
places are left for Sunday 31 Jan.    
 

Sometime!  –  Waima Forest – Kokako search 
As with the pelagics, this has been hard to organise too. A number of members have expressed interest but 
a weekend when Matt Calder has been available to assist bringing us in has not yet occurred. We will stay 
closely in touch with him and something may be arranged at short notice. Watch this space.  
 

12 – 14 February  Indoor Meeting followed by trip to Warawara Forest. We have asked 
Simon Fordham to talk to us on the Friday evening on Riflemen and then spend the weekend at Warawara to 
look for the birds themselves. Simon was involved with the translocation of Riflemen onto Tiritiri Island last 
year. More news about this will follow by email. 
 
April / May 2010  Kiwi Monitoring   
Whakaangi, bordering Doubtless Bay, is home to the most northerly population of kiwi in N.Z. For 6 years 
Whakaangi Landcare Trust  have been carrying out an intensive pest eradication program  over 2400ha 
resulting a very satisfying increase in numbers  Now it is planned to hold an additional one off intensive call 
count over 1 or 2 nights in April/May. We will need a big team to do this and anyone who is interesting in 
visiting this fascinating area please get in touch.

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Another time, with a friend on board we notched up a count of close to 50 Blue Penguins in groups of 2 to 4 
on the short stretch from Motuarohia across to Moturoa. The next day there was a severe gale and heavy 
seas from outside the Bay.  Built in barometers we surmised! 
 
It is common to see Arctic Skuas harassing White-fronted Terns to persuade them to drop the fish they have 
in their bills, no doubt for a chick somewhere.  The acrobatic flying involved is fascinating to watch.   
However, one time as I sailed through a flock of Fluttering Shearwaters doing their usual ‘duck diving’ to 
catch small fish, I saw an Arctic Skua sitting quietly amongst them and taking fish out of their bills as they 
surfaced!  Maybe they are not all Bird Brained!
